Organizations commonly struggle with:
1. Climate-risk integration
1. Supply-chain environmental oversight
1. Formal change-management implementation
1. Measurable KPI systems
1. Leadership engagement
1. Linking risks, objectives, and controls

Typical major findings include:
· Climate change declared “not applicable” without evidence
· No formal environmental review of operational changes
· Weak KPI measurement systems
· Lack of leadership involvement
· Supplier impacts ignored

Smaller organizations do not need:
· Complex ESG software
· Large sustainability departments
· Corporate sustainability reporting systems
They do need:
· Clear environmental risk assessments
· Simple measurable KPIs
· Effective operational controls
· Evidence-based improvement
· Visible leadership involvement
Simple systems that are consistently implemented generally perform better in audits than overly complex documentation-heavy systems.

An organization is likely transition-ready if it can demonstrate:

· Measurable environmental KPIs

· Evidence of continual improvement
